Case 1
Mary does not feel safe every time she has to go alone to the bathroom in the temporary shelter of Santo Domingo.
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Case 2
Juan and his family are of Cuban origin living in a shelter for people affected by the earthquake in Portoviejo, on two occasions the armed forces personnel  have not given them grooming kits arguing that the priority in the distribution is for Ecuadorian families.

Case 3
Andrea is very concerned that since shortly after she and her 4 year old son went to live with a fostering family after losing her home in the earthquake, the child can not sleep, cries a lot and fears being alone.
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Case 4
For the inhabitants of the parish of Piquigua, one of Manabi rural areas affected by the earthquake, the nearest health care point is located two hours away.
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Case 5
Sara is 16, and her interest in contributing to the economy of her family who lost their business because of a mudslide, led her to accept a job offer in the urban area of ​​the district. It has been over three weeks and his family knows nothing of Sara.
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Case 6
In San Martin, the mudslide destroyed the only school in the village, more than two months have passed and the children  have not resumed classes yet.
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
